TOTAL CREDITS FOR DEGREE: 42

This forty-two (42) credit program is designed as a three to four term sequence for students who enter Point Park
University with a B.A. or B.S. degree in an area other than Journalism and Mass Communication. A student must complete
successfully a minimum of thirty (30) credits in order to receive a Baccalaureate degree from Point Park University.

credits of prerequisite or co-requisite courses must be completed prior to or concurrent with the program. The J&MC
program consists of 24 credits in the department's required courses and 18 credits in one of ten areas: Advertising,
Broadcast Production, Broadcast Reporting, Journalism, Mass Communication, Multimedia, Photography, Photojournalism,
Public Relations, or Graphic Design.
